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Letten from the Editon

Dear Friends:

At the Regional Conference at the end of April | purchased a silver keychain that shows the new SlAlogo.
A sister Soroptimist said she was going to make hers into a necklace. It was such a greatidea, | did the
same thing. Whenever | wear it, it gets noticed. The logo is symbolic of the feminine form. Some people
say itlooks like a pregnant woman; some say it looks like a woman making a statement—kind of like an
exclamation point! It reminds me of a woman in motion. The S can stand for many things. Little did | know
when | boughtit, thatin less than two months, | would be discovering some of those things.

On Thursday, June 30 my younger brother Steve who lives in lllinois went into the hospital for tests.
Friday he was diagnosed with Acute Promyelocytic Leukemia (APL) and Saturday he started
chemotherapy. Steve didn’t seem to be responding to the treatment. On Wednesday, July 13 at 2:30 pm
Wanda, Steve’s wife of 30 years (and my best friend) called to say the doctor said Steve’s systems were
shutting down. He suggested calling loved ones fo have them get to the hospital ASAP.

For the next two hours | tracked down my other siblings to get the word out. I now have cell phone
numbers for three of them. A good friend, Lizzy, stopped by my office, but | was notin the mood for
explaining things — there was no way to explain the feelings inside me. Lizzy asked if she could stay
while | took care of business. | didn't really answer her, but she stayed.

When Rob got back to the office about 4:30 and found out what was happening, he suggested | check to
see whatflights were available for the next day. | called Sandy Little at Sequim Travel & Cruises. While |
ran over to take care of the ticket, Lizzy ran out to the store. Sandy was such a help! Notonly did she get
the ticketissued, she took care of contacting Olympic Bus Lines — my transportation to the airport!

After | retumed, Lizzy came back with a bag full of goodies for the flight — including two bottles of water,
some almonds, crackers; | can't recall what else. Little did | realize how helpful this would be to me. | am
so blessed to have her as my friend.

The rest of the evening — until almost 10:00 pm — | worked on paperwork, paying bills that would be due
by the end of the month. When | got home | did a load of laundry and decided what to pack.

As | was getting dressed Thursday morning | was feeling unsettied. | knew in my heart that Steve was still
alive. Still, part of me just wanted to sit down and cry. But| had to keep moving; | had to stay strong.
Almost without thinking | reached for my necklace with the SIA logo. Securing the clasp | thought about its
meaning. | held the metalin my hand, closed my eyes and took three deep breaths.

Then it was time to leave to meet the bus. | called Wanda and found out Steve had made it through the
night. I told her | would be there late that evening. And | was. The first thing Steve said when he saw me
was, “Oh, it's Kathy! The besthugger in the world!” | had to hold back the tears. | wore the necklace a lot
during the ten days that | stayed there. Steve’s condition didn’t change dramatically while | was there, or
since. His blood cell counts remain low. The doctors are amazed that he is still alive.

A week or so ago | invited Soroptimist sisters to help support Wanda and Steve by sending messages to
them. Wanda feels like she is an honorary member of the club because | have shared club stories and
pictures with her. Also, she has supported me thru my many Soroptimist endeavors.

Wanda sent me this response in an email:

Oh, we received a card from one of your friends named Cindy. It was really pretty. She wrote
such a sweet message inside. Thanks for sharing even your friends with us! It really does
help to know that other people care and are thinking of us and praying for us.

| have learned that the SIA logo stands for not only Soroptimist, but also for: strength, support, safety,
sisterhood, sincerity, special, sharing andmore. | am blessed to be a Soroptimist. | thank you all for the S's
you have brought to my life.

Tsunami Disaster Relief Updates

SIA headquarters has continued to receive
donations to the Tsunami Disaster Relief fund from
generous clubs, members and regions anxious to
support women and girls to rebuild their lives
following the devastating tsunami. SIA has
developed a request for proposals that will be
widely distributed to organizations working in the
effected areas in the upcoming months. Grants will
be available to organizations working with women
and girls in the amounts 0f $10.000 to $50,000. The
fund currently has more than $100,000 and we will
continue to accept donations targeted to the tsunami
until October 1, 2005. Following that, donations will
be included in the general Soroptimist Disaster Relief
Fund. If you would like a copy of the RFP or have
any questions, please contact Program Director Lori
Blair at lori(@soroptimist.org.

SIA recently signed onto a letter to U.S. Secretary
of State Condoleezza Rice urging her to support the
Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of
Discrimination against Women (CEDAW), and to
add it to the list of treaty ratification priorities. The
letter stated that the undersigned “hoped that the
Administration’s strong statements regarding
respect for women be transformed into policies
demonstrating that human rights for women is an
essential underpinning for democracy and sustained
development. A critical means of underscoring that
commitment—and a powerful message to the world
that we are indeed the world’s leader in
championing human rights and the rule of law—
would be the United States’ ratification of CEDAW,
the treaty that most directly helps nations address
the critical needs of women and girls across the
globe.” The United States is the only SIA country
that has not ratified CEDAW. Clubs in the U.S. are
urged to pressure their senators to support a full
Senate vote on the treaty.

The paper explores
poverty as a gender issue and provides information
on what can be done to end this growing problem
that affects women all over the world. Soroptimist
publishes white papers on issues about which we
want to educate our members and the public at large.
